Essay Guidelines (Essays should be no more than 2 pages typed, double spaced, 12 font.)

Academics, Athletics, Community Service, and Fine Arts:

Describe why (academics, athletics, community service or fine arts) has made a
difference for you in becoming a better individual today and how it will help you become
a better citizen tomorrow. Describe for us what other activities you are involved with
outside of HHS- what benefit you provided and how you have grown from the
experience.

Pride:

Based on the definition of the scholarship, describe why you are the student who best
exemplifies Horizon Pride. Describe for us what activities you are involved with outside
of HHS- what benefit you provided and how you have grown from the experience.

Comeback:

Describe the personal adversity you faced, your comeback, and what you have learned
from the situation. Describe for us what other activities you are involved with outside of
HHS- what benefit you provided and how you have grown from the experience.
