PAWS-PTO creates a school directory that lists "safe homes", sponsors teacher appreciation breakfasts
and luncheons, and arranges for several outstanding awareness and prevention programs throughout the
year. They also offer many opportunities for parents to get involved on campus through their volunteer
network.

We were instrumental in getting the district to make
changes to the athletic pass. For the first time ever, PAWS members can buy a family pass at a discounted
rate, save $15.00. In addition, this will be the first year that you may use your Athletic Pass at away games
within the Paradise Valley School District (excludes invitational tournament/games, regional games, and state
playoff games) and, Grandparents can now be added to a Family Athletic Pass for an additional $25.00.
