RULES FOR COMPLETING 

THE 2018 PAWS SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION / ESSAY 

 

Read ALL the rules.  If you do not follow the rules, your application will not be 

considered.   Read the separate “Scholarships to be Offered” sheet.   

 

The scholarship categories are:  

(a) Academics 

(b) Athletics 

(c) Comeback 

(d) Community Service 

(e) Fine Arts 

(f) Pride   

 

You may apply for a scholarship in one category, more than one category or in all 

categories.  However, you are only eligible to win one (1) scholarship. 

 

For EACH category you are applying, you will need a completed APPLICATION 

FORM stapled to your essay. 

 

DO NOT put your name anywhere on your essay.  Your name should only be 

on the Application Form.  Essays are scored by PAWS members who will not 

know your identity.  

 

All essays must be no more than 2 pages and must be double spaced in 12 pt 

type, one inch margins.  Print only on the front/one side of the paper.  

Essays must be truthful (no fictional stories) and written only by you.      

 

The deadline for submitting essays is on March 20, 2018 by 2:30PM.  Turn in 

your essay to the College and Career Center at Horizon High School.  Late essays 

will not be accepted.  

 

The winning essay in each category will receive a $1000 scholarship.  The check 

must be made payable to an institute of higher learning such as a: university, 

community college, technical or vocational school.   

 

Scholarship winners will be announced at the SENIOR AWARDS CEREMONY 

in May, at the Horizon Performing Arts Center.
